Never one to sit still for more than ten minutes, for
many years, Bobby also worked with Starkville Parks and Recreation as an
umpire, worked the S.A.Y. basketball games, and drove a bus route for the
Starkville School District. Let the record reflect that if his own children were



not at the bus stop at the appropriate pick-up time, it fell on Helen to ensure
Bobby picked them up in Yates Subdivision. Bobby Ree played zero, zilch, in
other words, no games regarding keeping his bus on schedule!

Bobby enjoyed coaching and playing for Josey Creek's softball teams, playing
golf, watching football, sitting outside, talking to friends and family, and making
people laugh. He loved his village, and his village loved him.

Bobby was preceded in death by his parents, Booker T. Williams and Nellie
(Cummings) Williams; his loving wife, Helen S. Williams; one brother, Teasley
Williams; and two sisters, Yvonne Williams and Deloise Burdine.
