Life Reflections

Mrs. Mamie Bishop Prewitt was born on August 9,1921 to Joseph H. Bishop
and Irene Bishop of the Josey Creek Community in Oktibbeha County, MS.
She was the 12th of 13 children. At an early age, she confessed her hope in
Christ and joined the Josey Creek Missionary Baptist Church. Later the family
moved to 108 Ware St. in Starkville, MS where Mamie graduated high school
from the Oktibbeha County Training School, in 1941 and in 1950, Mamie
joined the Second Baptist Church and remained a member until her death.
Mamie met her future husband, George D. Prewitt, Sr. through her friends
Leonard Marsh and Mrs. Juanita Conner. They married in 1945. To this union,
three children were born.

During her lifetime “Ms Mamie”, as she was affectionally called, held different
types of jobs. She first trained to be a beautician under Mrs. Henrietta Fox.
She later ventured out to open Prewitt's Beauty on West Main St. where she
“hot combed pressed and Marcell-iron curled” many ladies hair. She also
worked as a cook at the Bell's Café and as a custodian at the Cotton Mill. Her
true calling was revealed when she started working as a “sitter” for patients
under Dr. John F. Eckford. As a result of her “sitter” experience, she enrolled
in the nursing program at Mississippi State University for Women. She took
and passed her State Boards to become a Licensed Practical Nurse (LPN).
Mamie is preceded in death by her husband of 55 years, her parents, 8
brothers, 4 sisters, a granddaughter, a grandson, and a stepson.



She is survived by two sons: George D. Prewitt Jr. (Bettye), Charles C. Prewitt
(Deborah), daughter; Myrtle Lynn Prewitt; seven grandchildren and four great
grandchildren, one step daughter-in-law, four step grandchildren, two nieces
and three nephews.
